Must get prior approval before beginning research.) Each philosopher may only be chosen by one student. All work is to be individually done. 
Requirements and Rubric:

All research and Visual Aids must be turned in by March 6, 2017. No Late work will be accepted. 

PowerPoint: ONE Major Grade
 
Must be a Power Point or Prezi type presentation”.

Must include picture of the philosopher as well as illustrations, which will assist other students in 
remembering the details about the philosopher and his teachings.


No textual fonts smaller than 35 pt .



75% of Grade will be based on the amount and accuracy of the information. 




Must have at least 30 important facts about the Philosopher, his/her cultural setting, and




 major teaching for which he/she is known.



25% of the Grade will be on the Creativity of the project. Eye catching, visually appealing,



Appropriateness of the illustrations to effectively communicate the information. Neatness counts.

Presentation Script: One Major Grade Due Monday March 6, 2017
Must be able to be read out loud in 9 minutes minimum to 10 minutes maximum. About 5 pages long + works cited page. 

Must USE MLA FORMAT and citations. For a sample go to : https://owl.english.purdue.edu/media/pdf/20090701095636_747.pdf 

Must include 5 separate references (sources of your research) Must include a Works Cited Page at the End.

Must refer to the PowerPoint and explain the importance of the information on the PowerPoint.


Must explain in the conclusion the practical importance of this Philosophy to the current culture.

Must include the cultural context of the Philosopher and the impact the culture, government, and economic situation had on the Philosopher and his beliefs and philosophy.

Must explain his major philosophical contribution and how he/she came to his conclusions. What influenced his perspective?

Must be Typed in New Times Roman 12 pt font and double-spaced with 1 inch margins on all sides.


Must have a 15 question multiple-choice test attached to the script behind the Works Cited Page.

Presentation: One Major Grade. Will begin March 6th, 2017 Must be ready when called upon.

Must present in a professional manner, optimize eye contact, refer to the visual, conclude within the


time restraints. Must be able to begin with provocative, interesting introduction


Must give a preview of the information you will cover. 


Must have compelling and pertinent information


Must hold the attention of the audience to the presentation and the information presented.


Must tie the conclusion to the introduction as well as leave your audience with a decision to make 
concerning the information you have just presented. (personal application to your audience)


Must not read your script. You may use a 3X5 card with notes to remind you but must not read from


 the card or from the script or depend entirely on the PowerPoint.

Must conduct a 3 Minute Question and Answer Period in addition to the 10 minute speech. You will be 


graded on your ability to conduct this session and answer questions adequately.
